Reproductive biology of the genus Androcymbium (Colchicaceae) in
western southern Africa.

We characterized reproductive biology traits in 32 populations belonging to
17 western southern African taxa of the genus Androcymbium (Colchicaceae)
using artificial pollination experiments conducted under homogeneous envi-
ronmental conditions in a greenhouse. The species surveyed displayed diffe-
rencesin phenological periods between emergence, flowering and senescence.
We observed three types of vegetative reproduction that give rise to (1) glo-
bose corms, (2) compressed corms, and (3) a dichotomous underground net-
working of corms that, unlike (1) and (2), entails the elongation of the stem.
Seed germination was low in most of the populations. The artificial pollina-
tion experiments allowed us to recognize three reproductive systems: self-in-
compatible, preferentially self-incompatible and self-compatible. In most
cases, the reproductive system inferred from the artificial pollination experi-
ments disagreed with the classification according to the P/O ratio. The varia-
bility observed in nectar characteristics (odour, amount and moment of the day
of nectar production) suggests different pollinators for the taxa surveyed. Ba-
sed on these data, we inferred three reproductive strategies in Androcymbium
that assure both species’ survival and the maintenance of levels of genetic va-
riability: (1) preferential self-incompatibility associated with morphological traits
that favour the attraction of pollinators; (2) preferential self-incompatibility with
high levels of vegetative reproduction; and (3) self-compatibility with high le-
vels of seed production.

In the NE Iberian Peninsula, the herb Hepatica nobilis commonly occurs in
the understory of deciduous forests. | report data on spatio-temporal variation
in performance of patchily distributed populations in a beech forest at Mont-
seny Natural Park (NE Spain). During three years, | studied the spatia (bet-
ween populations and between patches within populations) and temporal
(between years) variation in plant size, growth, fecundity, and sexual and ve-
getative propagation of 16 patches in two H. nobilis populations. Plant size
and growth varied greatly at all spatial and temporal scales, while fecundity
showed more spatial than temporal variation. None of the plant attributes stu-
died were related to plant density or canopy openness, except the number of
ovules per flower that did show density dependence effects. In general, both
populations experienced a generalized decrease in size and reproductive out-
put over the three years of study. During the study period, only two seedlings
wererecruited in one of the populations and all ramets that emerged each year
disappeared the next one. Overall, these results show that H. nobilis perfor-
mance depend on small-scale patch characteristics and illustrate the species’
remnant population dynamics characterized by very low recruitments rates.
