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Preface

For this issue we have prepared and
anthology of projects which are the pro-
duct of a cultural context very close to our
own.

The architects included here are mostly
young, although this was not the criterion
adopted in our selection; neither do we
propose anything as difficult —or unsti-
mulating— as a synthesis of what is cu-
rrently happening in Europe in the field
of projects. Many names have been exclu-
ded, some voluntarily, and others becau-
se both the architects and their works were
thought to be already sufficiently well-
known.

The issue begins with Central Euro-
pean works illustrative of the desire to
maintain a tradition, and ends with exam-
ples of efforts towards a revival of tech-
nological expressionism, conceived as a
constant flow, with slight variations of in-
flexion. Here we have made no attempt
to establish rigid divisions or classifications
in what sets out to be a coherent totality.

Spanish architecrure has been delibera-
tely excluded here, since this journal re-
gularly deals with the subject, although
the questiones raised by these projects and
works are, we believe, not so very far re-
moved from our own problems. An im-
portant aspect of our work is, after all, the
search for interlocutors capable of finding
points of contact with our reality.

Proemio

Esta publicacion recoge una antologia de proyectos y obras realizados en el marco

proximo de nuestro contexto cultural.

Aunque corresponden mayoritariamente a arquitectos jovenes, no ha sido éste el
criterio de su eleccién, como tampoco se pretende algo tan dificil —y escasamente
estimulante— cual fuera la descripcién sintética del actual panorama proyectual europeo.
Las exclusiones han sido multiples, unas voluntarias, y otras por considerar obras y

autores ya suficientemente compartidos.

El niimero se inicia con trabajos centroeuropeos descriptivos de la voluntad de trabajo
en continuidad con la tradicién y finaliza con algunos esfuerzos de revitalizacién del
expresionismo tecnolégico, habiendo sido imaginado como un flujo constante, con
ligeras matizaciones de inflexién, sin plantear rigidos cortes ni clasificaciones a un

conjunto que se pretende continuo.

La arquitectura espafiola no se halla aqui explicitamente presente; nuestra atencién
habitual al tema parecia dispensarnos de ello, atin cuando las cuestiones que textos y
obras plantean creemos que no estan alejadas de las nuestras, siendo objetivo no
despreciable de nuestro trabajo el encontrar interlocutores capaces de intersecarse con

nuestra realidad.
