La qualitat urbanaii el sentit que dins
elbarri de Gracia tenen la placa Rovi-
rai Trias ens ha fet pensar que la rela-
ci6 del local o, millor dit, la dependén-
cia o subordinacié del local a la placa
havia de quedar palesa en la seva dis-
tribucié. Per aquesta raé (acompanya-
da de motius comercials evidents) se si-
tua |’entrada al local donant davant
per davant a la placa, i aguest es dis-
tribueix no pas segons eixos ortogonals
siné radials, de manera que la seva vin-
culacié geometrica al centre de la pla-
<a, per sobre de limits de propietat, ex-
pliqui o posi de manifest la voluntat de
relacié entre tots dos elements: agén-
cia i espai pablic.

La formacié del taulell en forma de
ventall, conseqiiéncia del criteri que
s’ha exposat anteriorment, permet
d’ampliar-ne la longitud i, doncs, la su-
perficie de treball dels empleats i
d’atencié al public.

Aixi mateix, permet d’amagar un es-
pai sobresortint de la planta, la presén-
cia del qual al rectangle perimetral
determinaria un volum dificil de solu-
cionar.

Tant els envans, com els cels-rasos
i el mobiliari, sén construits de solet con-
traxapat de fusta, fermat a un bastidor
que queda fora de la vista.

The urban quadlities and significan-
ce of the Plaza Rovira y Trias in the Bar-
celona district of Gracia led us to the
conclusion that the bank building’s re-
lationship with or, rather, subordina-
tion to, the square should be clearly
seen in its layout. For this reason (and
for obvious commercial reasons) the
main entrance opens into the square it-
self. The building is arranged along ra-
dial axes so that its geometrical links to
the centre of the square, above pro-
perty limits, enhance the relationship
between the two elements: bank buil-
ding and public area.

The fan-shaped counter is the result
both of the aforementioned criterion
and of a desire to increase working sur-
faces, thus giving the bank employees
more room to attend to customers. It
also hides an awkwardly-shaped part
of the original floor-plan whose presen-
ce in the rectangular perimeter would
have been difficult to justify in the ove-
rall scheme.

Partitions, flush ceilings and furnis-
hings are all made of plywood panels
fixed to o hidden frame.
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
