Therefore, and in order to
favour interchange with other contexts and cultures, our
journal will henceforth be published in Catalan and English,
with an edition also in Spanish and English.

I am well aware of the fact that everyone who should have
been included was not, and our apologies to them. By
necessity, this is only a sample in which some must be
representative of others. There are, of course, some very
well-known names; «the same old names», some will say.
However, this survey would hardly be complete without them.
I think the reader will find this self-evident.

We would like to extend our gratitude to all of our
contributors who have most generously made possible this
recollection of a necessarily brief period of Catalan
architecture. I believe that the architectural community of
Catalonia can be proud of this survey QUADERNS brings to its
readers throughout the world.
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
